WINNIPEG, JULY 19, 2010 – The Winnipeg Fringe Theatre Festival has entered a new frontier, and it is 
all thanks to Winnipeg audiences. This year’s festival has been shattering records at the speed of 
light. All five days of the Fringe have set new attendance records. July 14 was a record opening day 
for ticket sales (3,513) and July 17 set a new standard for the highest one-day ticket sales in the 
history of the festival with a whopping 8,378 tickets sold! However, it is not just the indoor venues 
sending previous records into the outer galaxy; Kids Fringe broke its one-day attendance record on 
July 18 with 6,180 visitors throughout the day. After only five days of Fringe festivities, the festival is 
proving to be out of this world.
